· Understanding of Azure
· Azure OpenAI Service
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· Azure API Management, a fully managed service by Microsoft, enables you to create, publish, and manage APIs within your applications. It provides a scalable and consistent approach for exposing APIs to external developers, partners, and customers.

· This will open the below window.
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· Click on the Sign-in Button.


· You will be directed to the below window.
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· Click on the “Azure Active Directory” Button.

· Azure Active Directory (Azure AD) provide single sign on integrated and enables secure access to the developer portal.
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· After you click on the “Azure Active Directory,” a pop-up window will show up, asking for the default Emerson credentials.
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· After successful login (email and password), you will be directed to “Home page” as given below.
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· Products tab plays a pivotal role in managing how APIs are surfaced to developers. A product in API Management contains one or more APIs.
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· Click on the “Products” to subscribe to a product or view your already subscribed products.
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· After clicking on the “Products”, you will be directed to below given page.
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· Click on the “Completions” under products.
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· After clicking on the “Completions” you will be directed to the page given below

· After locating the product, the subsequent action is to subscribe to the product associated with API.
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· Subscriptions provide a way for developers to access APIs securely using keys.

· To create a new product subscription name, click on the given box: 
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· Provide the desired subscription name and click on “Subscribe” button. 
· This will give you access to the API and allow you to use it in your applications.


Naming Convention

To standardize the subscription naming with a consistent construct, the following naming standards can be established.  
· Subscription naming conventions - “Business Group–Use Case Name-Environment”
· For example - “Flow Controls –AI Research-Dev” or “PWS–GenAIPilot-Prod”

· Once subscribed for the product, you will receive an email. 

· There will be a delay while the subscription request is reviewed and approved by our team.

· Once request approved, you will receive an email. Check your email inbox for this message and follow the instructions to confirm your subscription.
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· Upon subscription request approval, users have the opportunity within the portal that allows for assessing the API directly in the browser.

· The API tab provides a comprehensive view of all APIs hosted within your APIM instance.
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· After clicking on “API,” you will be directed to the page given below.
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· Click on the given API link.
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    After clicking the API link, you will be directed to the page given below.

· Click on “Try” on that page.

· ‘Try’ enables you to interact with the API and send a HTTP request.
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· After clicking try a side-window will appear as given below.


· The side window contains information like deployment id, API version, subscription key and other information.
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· Fill the empty dialogue boxes as given below:
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deployment-id: “gpt-35-turbo” or “gpt-4”

API-version: “2023-09-01-preview”
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· Scroll down the side window and you will see the HTTP request.

· HTTP request is used to interact with the services. 

· HTTP Request sends request to the API.

· Click on the “Send” button to send the request.
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· After clicking “Send,” you will get a HTTP Response.

1) Does these API work outside Emerson Network?
Ans: These APIs only works within Emerson network only. 

2) Do I have to wait for the email confirmation to access the API?
Ans:  Yes, email confirmations are sent after our team approves the requests.

3) How long do I have to wait for the email confirmation?
Ans:   You will receive an email confirmation as soon as your request have been approved by our team.

4) Do I have to create a subscription to access the API?
Ans:  Yes, you must create a subscription to access the API.

5) How many subscription keys are created after creating the subscription?
Ans: A primary and a secondary subscription key is created.
